“Lay Me Down”

' /g 0 =
someone ask me this question one Sunday in
response to one of the song choices of the
morning: “Lay Me Down” by Chris Tomlin. |
explained that Lay Me Down is a call to
surrender to Christ. The third verse of the song
states that we are “letting go of our pride, giving
up all our rights.” The verse then ends with a
plea: “take this life and let it shine.” The
individual understood after | finished explaining
the meaning of the song, but it made me realize
something: perhaps the message of a given song
is not as obvious to others as it is to all of us
serving as worship leaders.

After all, what is a song? In most cases, a song
is poetry, written to a given melody, tempo, and
cadence. Over the centuries the style of poetry
and melody has shifted and changed. Every year
it seems there are new ways to express the truth
of God through song and poetry; and this is
good! Psalm 96 urges us to “sing to the LORD a
new song” — a song not burdened by dull
routine or obligation but sung fresh from a heart
desperate to draw close to God. A song that
leads us to say, “it will be my joy to say, Your
will, Your way.” That song is one worth singing
in our daily praise.

Anxiety steals our joy, and we
forget just how good God is.
This past November we learned
that a heart full of thankfulness
and praise is the spiritual key to
truly managing anxiety. This
focus is not a call to ignore the
hardship of life. It is to make an
active choice to remind
ourselves that God is in control.
His peaceis found when we
take our eyes off the worries
and place them on Him.

Take a moment to read
Philippians 4:4-9. Notice that
the imprisoned Paul calls us to
praise the Lord. In the act of
worship, we are reminded that
the God we serve is greater
than our fears. Paul then
reminds us to focus on God’s
goodness. When we make the
active choice to recognize the
Lord's blessings, even in
difficult times, we are
reminded just how good the
Lord is. A heart that is full of

thankfulness and praise is a heart
that will be less anxious.

Take time today and listen to a
worship song. Create a list of all the
blessings you see God doing even
in the struggle. Bring your worries
and concerns to the Lord in prayer.
You will begin to feel his peace rest
upon you even in the difficult
times.
