This verse paints a vivid picture of
overwhelming emotions, like waves
crashing over the soul.

In the roar of life’s
waterfalls, His love is louder,
inviting us to trust Him more
deeply.

Today, we are reminded that no
emotion is too heavy for God. He
doesn’t just tolerate our struggles;
He uses them to pull us into the
depths of His unending love, where
we find peace that surpasses
understanding.

Take five
minutes to reflect on this scripture
and be reminded that as deep as
your pain may be, God’s love is all
the deeper.
