Psalm 34:17-18 offers profound
comfort "The righteous cry out and
the Lord hears them he delivers
them from all their troubles.

These verses resonate with those
facing mental health struggles
assuring us that God is intimately
near. As our Creator God knows
our pain, every tear and every
moment of despair.

I would like to ask you a question, whose voice are you listening to? This is the question I was introduced to, this morning, as I opened a
devotional. It is a very good question! Do we even question the voices we see or hear all day long? Voices that speak to us through a child,
spouse, friend, text, email, social media and even our own thoughts? How do we know if the voice is truth or a lie from our enemy? The
distractions of life can be used by our enemy, taking our eyes off God’s will and identity, and instead focusing on what the lies may say. Do
these voices exhort, or do they tear down, bring doubt and insecurity or fear?

Well, let’s ask ourselves some questions; Is this how God would speak to me? Is this consistent with God’s character?

1 John 4:1 says, “Dear friends, do not believe every spirit, but test the spirits to see whether they are from God, because many false prophets
have gone out into the world” When we listen to these voices without holding them up to the Truth of God’s Word, we can end up where we
don’t belong, off the path God has chosen for us, living by our emotions and not by wisdom, His wisdom. Psalm 119:105 says” Your Word is
a lamp unto my feet and a light unto my path.” Let the Holy Spirit be the voice we listen to and heed. Study His Word, ask Him for
discernment and He will show you what is truth and what is of the world. God wants us to flourish, so be empowered by Holy Spirit, who
dwells in you!
