The hymn also acknowledges human
limitation: though sinful and unworthy,
believers are invited to join in heaven’s worship
through grace.

Musically majestic and lyrically rich, “Holy,
Holy, Holy” captures the awe and reverence
found in John’s apocalyptic vision. It reminds
us as Christians that worship is not merely a
Sunday act but a reflection of the eternal praise
that is already happening in heaven. By singing
it, we align our voices with those of the angels,
proclaiming the holiness of God across time and
eternity.

Forgiveness is a divine act that
reflects the heart of God, as seen in
Matthew 6:14-15: "For if you forgive
other people when they sin against
you, your heavenly Father will also
forgive you. But if you do not
forgive others their sins, your
Father will not forgive your sins."
